During the 1590s, tapestry maker and local politician Ralph Sheldon commissioned a set of 22 portraits of
monarchs and contemporary figures for his home Weston House, Warwickshire. The majority are now
considered lost. In July 2024 Sheldon's lost portrait of Henry VIII was rediscovered in Warwick's Shire Hall, hiding
in plain sight.
